Historical Background 

The dream of our national father Mohan Das Karamchand Gandhi Ji in his seminal work, „Hind Swaraj‟, 

the western developmental paradigm, based on centralized technologies and urbanization, has given rise 

to serious problems like increasing inequity (leading to crime and violence), and climate change due to 

rapid ecological degradation. To ameliorate these problems, it is necessary to promote development of 

rural areas in tune with Gandhian vision of self-sufficient „village republics‟, based on local resources and 

using decentralized, eco-friendly technologies so that the basic needs of food, clothing, shelter, sanitation, 

health care, energy, livelihood, transportation, and education are locally met. This should be the vision of 

holistic development of villages. Presently, more than 70 per cent of the population in India lives in rural 

areas engaged in agrarian economy with agriculture and allied sector employing 51percent of the total 

work-force but accounting for only 17 per cent of the country‟s GDP. There are huge developmental 

disconnects between the rural and urban sectors such as inequity in health, education, incomes and basic 

amenities as well as employment opportunities - all causing great discontent and large-scale migration to 

urban areas. The imperatives of sustainable development which are being felt more and more acutely all 

over the world also demand eco-friendly development of the villages and creation of appropriate 

employment opportunities locally. Increasing urbanization is neither sustainable nor desirable. So far, our 

professional higher education institutions have largely been oriented to cater to the mainstream industrial 

sector and, barring a few exceptions, have hardly contributed directly to the development of the rural 

sector. Unnat  h rat  bhiyan  U    is a much needed and highly challenging initiative in this direction. 

 

COMMUNITY OUTREACH PROGRAMS THROUGH UNNAT BHARAT ABHIYAN (UBA)  

With the help from the local administrative bodies like the Panchayat Bodies and the district 

administration, Kherda Khondala Bhatsangavi these villages were identified and adopted by Shikshan 

Maharshi Dnyandeo Mohekar Mahavidyalaya Kalamb. The adopted villages are namely Khrda, 

Khondala, Bhatsagvi. After their adoption, the staff and students have conducted baseline surveys (both at 

village level and household level) of these villages and has been conducting various developmental 

activities.

Swachhata Hi Sewa Campaign – Creating Awareness about Effects of Plastics in villages 

The inauguration Swachhata Hi Sewa Campaign at Kalamb Taluka is Organized  Our College 

students and UBA faculty coordinators have actively participated in the inauguration event Faculty 

Coordinators of UBA Dr.Ishwar Rathod  have discussions with Block Development Officer and Project 

Development Officer after the event regarding the implementation of “plastic-free-village” Campaign in 

the adopted villages. 

Five teams have been formed with faculty and students to address the adopted villages. Each team 

consists of at least five faculty coordinators and 30 students from each department. Each team coordinator 

has visited their allotted village and organised a meeting with the help of employees at Village Panchayat 

Office. The students addressed the public of that village and explained about the disadvantages of plastics 

and encouraged to use cloth bags. They also asked the public to collect and hand over the one-time use 

plastics. 

Our teams have also visited the schools and have discussions with the head masters regarding “plastic-

free-village” Campaign in the adopted villages. With permission from the headmasters our UBA 

coordinators addressed the students and create awareness about “plastic-free-village” Campaign..
